MOTION TO AMENDED JURISDICTION QUALIFICATION

as follows.

The Andersons filed the initial and amended complaints with a

jurisdiction qualification error. Line 23 of each complaint

states:
“This Court has original jurisdiction over this matter

pursuant to Title 28, United States Code, Section

1332(a) (2), as this is a civil action where the parties
include citizens of different states and the matter in

controversy exceeds 575,0007.

This error was brought to the Andersons attention upon receiving
the MOTION TO DISMISS filed December 26", 2007 by Donald E.

Christopher and received by the Andersons on December 28%®, 2007.
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Mr. Christopher is correct in lack of citizenship diversity, and
under those circumstances would be correct in being dismissed.
However, after close examination this case would more
appropriately qualify jurisdiction under 28 USC Sec. 1331, or
“Federal question jurisdiction”.

28 USC Sec. 1331. Federal gquestion

“The district courts shall have original jurisdiction of all ciwvil
actions arising under the Constitution, laws, or treaties of the
United States”.

This case involves violations of the First Amendment-freedom of
speech, Fourth Amendment-unlawful seizure of property, Fifth
Amendment-lack of due process, and Seventh Amendment-right to
trial by jury.-

The Andersons apologize for this mistake and assuming this
motion is granted, Mr. Christopher’s MOTION TO DISMISS dated

December 26, 2007 would then be denied.
