The sole issue being considered and determined herein is whether JAMS
has jurisdiction to proceed with an Arbitration of a dispute between Mr. &
Mrs. Gooch (hereinafter Gooches)and Mr. and Mrs. Anderson (hereinafter
Andersons). Both the Gooches and Andersons are Quixtar IBO’s. Each party
has an IBO agreement with Quixtar. There are no Quixtar agreements directly
between the Gooches and Andersons, however the Gooches argue that they are
the intended third party beneficiaries of the contract between Quixtar and
Andersons and that Andersons are equally intended third party beneficiaries
of the agreement between the Gooches and Quixtar.

The genesis of this dispute arose in February of 1996, when the
Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA) filed a copyright

infringement suit in Federal Court in the middle district of Florida. That
